But
he praised the team for their effort, noting they stuck with it. “They showed lots of courage to get
it done, and I’m proud of them,” he added.

The Dragons knew the game would be a challenge but were really focused, said the coach,adding they played super hard.  Dille noted they played a good three quarters, but then he got frustrated in the fourth and theteam fed off his frustration. He took the loss on his shoulders.  Dille said Shining Mountain took away some of the things the Dragons like to do. “We like toattack the basket,” he explained. But the Lions set up a defense to keep them outside.  “It’s good to have those kinds of challenges,” said Dille, again noting pride in the focus that theteam members played with.  Shining Mountain took a 15-9 first-quarter lead, but the Dragons made it a two-point game athalftime, trailing 22-24.  The visitors outscored Holyoke 10-7 and 15-8 in the final two periods to claim the 49-37 victory.  Holyoke only shot four free throws in the ball game, making one of them. Shining Mountain wasfour for 11 from the line.  Brett Cumming and Klein combined for 23 of Holyoke’s 37 points.
